Main Purpose of the Job

To teach oboe and piano as agreed with the Head of Music to children between Year 7 and Year 13 and to guide each student to develop their musical skills and technical proficiency. 
Duties and Responsibilities

· To fulfil the timetable commitment by regular attendance.
· To be able to advise students about suitable repertoire and to teach and encourage good technique, posture and style including music reading, aural perception theory and musicianship.

· To be prepared to teach ABRSM exam syllabus (or equivalent) including Diploma level.
· To prepare students for GCSE and A level recitals; scholarship and application repertoire.
Safeguarding Responsibilities 
· To comply with safeguarding policies, procedures and code of conduct 
· To demonstrate a personal commitment to safeguarding and student/colleague wellbeing 
· To ensure that any safeguarding concerns or incidents are reported appropriately in line with policy 
· To engage in safeguarding training when required 
· The job holder’s responsibility for promoting and safeguarding the welfare of children and young persons for whom s/he is responsible, or with whom s/he comes into contact, will be to adhere to and ensure compliance with the School’s Child Protection and Safeguarding Policy at all times. 
· If in the course of carrying out the duties of the role, the job holder identifies that a child is suffering, or likely to suffer, significant harm either at school or at home, s/he must report any concerns to the school’s Designated Safeguarding Lead or the Head Teacher so that a referral can be made accordingly to the local authority social services.
